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Curriculum update 
 
 

Class 1 Pott Shrigley  - This week Class 1 have been out in the churchyard collecting leaves to use to 
create a print for their Harvest Festival headband.  They have been working hard on their exciting 
sentences for their reading in church and looking at money in maths. 

 
Class 1 St John’s - This week we have been learning all about apples. We have been cooking 
with the apples we picked at school and made apple juice on our first school trip. 
 
Class 2 Pott Shrigley -An artist came into school and the children designed and printed scarab 
motifs base on our Egyptian work.  The finished art work is beautiful.  In literacy we have been 
writing stories inspired by The Scarab’s Secret.  In maths we have been halving and doubling 2 and 3 
digit numbers. 
 
Class 2 St John’s - In literacy we have been making our own books, writing our own blurbs 
and making our own front covers.
